We represented an 81 year old woman whose home was foreclosed. During her
redemption period, LSSCM worked with her mortgage company to negotiate

a short sale. We also worked with another bank to obtain a reverse mortgage.
LSSCM successfully negotiated an agreement and the second bank paid the
mortgage company 60% of the amount owed in satisfaction of the mortgage.
The client was able to keep her home and still remains in her home.

INCREASED CAPACITY TO MEET THE CRITICAL LEGAL NEEDS OF THE POOR

LSSCM is not able to represent everyone that needs and qualifies for assistance. We have strived
to increase our capacity to serve more individuals through:

» Partnerships with University of Michigan Law School, MSU College of Law, Thomas M.
Cooley Law School and other law schools to have volunteer law students working in our
offices;

* Close working relationships with the State Bar of Michigan and local bar associations,
including jointly sponsored pro bono programs and fundraising efforts;

* Increased pro bono support — in 2008, pro bono attorneys provided more than 8,500 hours of
pro bono assistance to our clients;

* Pro Se clinics in most of our offices to teach individuals to represent themselves; and
* Fundraising campaigns in all 13 counties through the Access to Justice Campaign — a

collaboration between the State Bar of Michigan, the Michigan State Bar Foundation and civil
legal aid offices.

Our Farmworker Legal Services office helped a migrant farmworker, who was a victim of
identify theft. The person who stole his identity was arrested and at the time of the arrest
used our client’s name and social security number. This situation
caused great difficulty for our client with the U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services when trying to renew his legal permanent
resident card. FLS helped clear up this matter and obtain the
necessary legal documentation to prove that the arrest was not the
clients. Our client was able to receive his legal permanent resident
card.
